Visitation Rules
(Hand out to Visitors)
1) Two adults (17 years of age) and as many children as can be managed may visit.  Disruptive or disrespectful visitors will be asked to leave. 
2) Visitors may not leave and others take their places during a visit.

3) Residents on Phase 1 and/or 2 are not allowed visits.  Residents on Phase 3 are allowed a 30 minute visit and residents on Phases 4 and 5 are allowed a one hour visit. 
4) Visitors may not be dropped off; whoever is transporting them must wait in the parking lot until their visit is concluded.   Visitors in the parking lot may play their car radios, but not too loudly.  They must stay in their vehicles and not smoke anywhere on the premises.

5) Visitors must dress appropriately to enter this facility.  Short dresses/skirts, tight clothing, inappropriate logos and pictures on clothing, blouses exposing the midriff, as well as tank tops are not allowed.  Children 6 years of age and younger may wear shorts.  Gang clothing and insignia are not permitted.  
6) Only visitors who provide a valid picture ID (16 years and older must have an ID) to prove their identity (i.e.TX Drivers License, TX ID Card, Student ID Card) may visit.
7) Residents and their visitors may kiss and hug briefly when they initially greet each other and again when they are leaving.  Children may sit on their dad’s lap.  However, no hand holding or other touching is permitted.  Adult visitors and residents must stay seated throughout the visit.  Should touching continue after 2 warnings, see #1.

8) Residents and their visitors must sit across the table from each other.  Residents must face forward toward the center of the room.

9) Visitors may purchase snacks and drinks from the machines for the residents.  The ISF is not responsible for lost money or items.

10) Visits will be terminated at the designated visitation times.  Additional time will not be granted for those who arrive late and are unable to get the full length of the visit.
11) There are no restroom facilities available for visitors.  Once a visitor leaves, his/her visit is over along with any other visitor in that party.

12) Residents may enjoy one visit per Sunday.
13) Visitors are allowed to bring work boots and money orders to the resident they are visiting.  No other items will be accepted during visitation.
14) Visitors may have in their possession:  keys, ID, jacket/coat, umbrella, wallet, change in their pockets, work boots for a resident and baby wipes only.  Purses and other bags are to be left in their vehicle.
15)  Illegal contraband will be turned over to the Gonzales County Sheriff’s Office for charges to be filed.  
Rules and instructions continued:

16) Anyone smelling of alcohol will not be allowed inside the facility.

17) No firearms or knives are allowed on the facility grounds. 

18) Purses, cell phones, cameras and pagers are not allowed inside the building.
Visitation Times:
On the 1st 2nd 4th  and 5th Sundays:  9:30a.m. - 11:30a.m. and 1:30p.m. – 4:30p.m.

On the 3rd Sunday:  9:30a.m. – 11:30a.m. and 1:30p.m. – 2:00p.m.

Holidays:

Regular visiting hours are observed on the following holidays: Good Friday, Independence Day (July 4th), Thanksgiving and Christmas.
